Description of first aid measures:

CONTACT WITH EYES:

Do not rub eyes to avoid possible cornea damage.
Incline head to injured eye, open the eyelid(s) widely
and flush eye(s) immediately by thoroughly rinsing
with plenty of clean water for at least 20 minutes to
remove all particles.

Remove contact lenses, if present and easy to do so.
